The inventory which follows is based on the Revd Edwin S.Chalk's list of the memorials both inside and outside the Church published in 1905 as an appendix to his History of St Peter's Church.

Chalk was Curate at St Peter's Church from 1899 until 1904, then Rector of Kentisbere Church, where he died on August 24th 1936 and lies buried outside the east end of the chancel.

St Peter's Churchyard is now well-kept, the grass regularly mown and the 29 small yew trees neatly clipped. Other trees, including a large yew at the St Peter Street entrance, grace the yard. The high stone platform near the northeast gate is not a coffin platform as has been described elsewhere but is the result of a big clean-up operation in advance of a visit by Queen Elizabeth the Queen Mother in 1973 for the 900th anniversary of the founding of the church.

A catalogue of the memorials inside St Peter's has already been prepared, as has one for the memorials inside and outside St George's Church. This catalogue, covering memorials in the churchyard of St Peter's, was compiled over many months by Jane Evans assisted by Barbara Keene.

 HISTORICAL BACKGROUND TO ST PETER'S CHURCHYARD
By tradition, the foundation of St Peter's Church dates back to 1073, but it is likely there was a church on the site long before that. The Burial Registers survive from 1559 although many of the early pages are faded and illegible. Prominent figures, mainly merchants, lie buried within the church where the earliest surviving memorial is that of William Sellake 1524 (see separate Catalogue). 
Back in 1412 the churchyard was unfenced and in a bad state of repair, as was the church itself. Major re-building of the church, excluding the earlier tower, took place around 1480-1510 when  merchants added the North Aisle and John Greenway built the South Aisle, before adding his glorious chantry chapel and porch. Greenway or another merchant John Coleman may also have paid for the building of the Wool Chapel and Church House, on the east side of the churchyard fronting onto The Works, shown on Tozer's pre-1790 map and Richards' map of 1843. Martin Dunsford in his Historical Memoirs of Tiverton, 1790, describes it as 'a strong stone building formerly a repository of wool and woollen yarn bought for sale every market day, a custom continued to within living memory'. It was Tiverton's most important building through more than two centuries. Every week wool, yarn and unfinished cloth was bought and sold and thousands of pounds changed hands. In 1645 woolpacks were taken from here to strengthen the Castle against attack. The two upper rooms were probably used by Blundell's School for five years while the purpose-built school on the banks of the Lowman was under construction (see Sampson, History of Blundell's School forthcoming). In December 1713 Newte's Charity School for boys and girls was housed here [Dunsford 305]. When trade declined the market ceased and the building became known only as the Church House.  
In the 1840s the Charity School moved out and the building no longer had a use. By then the church was again in a  very poor state of repair, the churchyard where most people were buried, even though, after 1733, St George's churchyard had come into burial use, was very overcrowded, and there was a desperate need for more space. Vestry minutes of April 24th 1848 [DRO R4/1/Z/PV4] say the chapel house and buildings in St Peter's Churchyard are to be demolished and the area given to enlarging the churchyard. The Churchwardens' Accounts for 1851-2 record the receipt of £24.12s from Mr Beck, auctioneer, for the sale of old building materials of houses in the churchyard. But what is surprising is that there are no headstones for the period 1851-55 in this area, with the exception of one near the lych gate (William Chapple, died October 1853). The whole churchyard was in a terrible state. Sampson in his History of Tiverton (page245) quotes from a Borough Council meeting in June 1853: 'The accumulation of soil mainly composed of the results of human decay to the height of several feet above the original level of the ground are prejudicial to health'. When making fresh interments 'it is hardly possible to avoid disturbing graves of recent formation, scenes of a painful and demoralizing character are constantly witnessed.'  

As a result, an Act of Parliament was obtained in 1855 to open a new cemetery and to discontinue the use of St Peter's and St George's churchyards, except where a family vault already existed. Old habits die hard and it took a few months to implement this. The churchyard remained an eyesore, 'very irregular and undulatory' until 1856-7 when Nathaniel Reeves was paid for levelling the northeast corner of the churchyard (Snell's Chronicles of Twyford gives a date of 1865 for this work). It must have been about this time that the Enchmarch stone, recorded by Harding in his History  of Tiverton in 1845 as being in the churchyard, was moved inside the church and placed on the west wall of the North Aisle, as befitted a prominent merchant. However, Thomas Enchmarch (died 1735) was a staunch dissenter and would not have wished his memorial to be inside the church. 

Time and weather have rendered many inscriptions almost illegible. Others have had to be teased out with the aid of bright sun, overhead or low, depending on orientation and local conditions. The work of recording has been made easier by making comparison with a list compiled by the Revd E.S.Chalk, published in 1905 as an appendix in his History of St Peter's Church in which he listed nearly 200 memorials with names or part names, and numbered some others with no names identified. Of those with names, 178 can be identified today, sometimes only thanks to Chalk's list. A few have been moved to other places in the churchyard, or been uprooted and dumped in the NW corner. Five or six  have faint writing which cannot at present be deciphered but it is reasonable to hazard a guess at their identity by their location on the plan. In the century since Chalk compiled his list, some eighteen memorials have been lost and others are now too eroded to read. In addition, curiously, there are six memorials which do not appear on Chalk's list, including the Leaman chest tomb. One (to Christopher Boone's children), the earliest of all in the churchyard, is a flat stone which may have lain undetected under grass at the time of his survey, or was mis-read as Keene. 

For the purposes of the modern list, most names have been checked in the Burial Registers, for which the Devon Family History Society provided a typed copy of the period 1813 to 1837. In these, it is, of course, the date of burial which is given, which usually took place three days after death. After 1837, genealogists have online access to the national register of deaths. There are inevitably a few errors in Chalk's list but it has been thought sensible to retain his numbering for the present survey, with areas marked on a key diagram, kept in the Church, drawn by E.S. and W.S.Chalk. The separate areas were delineated by paths as they are today but with an additional one running across the north side of the churchyard from east to west (now under grass). 

17th Century 1646-1699
Five stones carry seventeenth century dates. The earliest surviving memorial of all in the churchyard, bearing the date 1646, is a small slab commemorating the deaths of the five children of Christopher Boone. To find it, walk from the St Peter Street gate towards the church porch and look on the ground behind the first yew tree on your left. The Burial Register was neglected throughout 1646 except for five entries, none being children of Christopher Boone. However, a burial was recorded on October 8th  1644 of 'Matthew sone of Christopher Boone', one of a hundred or so burials that month, the result of the Parliamentary troops descending on Tiverton in July, bringing with them disease, probably typhoid, which killed many inhabitants.

Two other early stones are to wives, 'Briget, ye wife of Robert Pitt', who died 1672 aged 41, and 'Christian ye wife of Bartholo[mew] Blagdon the Elder who depted this life' in 1679 aged 77. Another, of 1677, is to 'John ye sone of Phillip Williams, haberdasher, & Joan his wife, who departed this life ye 16th day of November 1677 aged 5.' Of special interest, being the only clothier's memorial in the churchyard to survive, is a headstone to 'Phillip Holditch of this town Clothyer' who died in May 1689 aged 37 years. 

18th Century 1700-1799
From 1733 onwards, St George's Churchyard came into use for burials, later Burial Registers usually indicating this location with 'NC' (for New Chapel). Infants and small children in particular were laid to rest there, under the eye of Ann Clark, the midwife who delivered more than 5000 babies (see separate catalogue of Memorials in St George's Church & Churchyard).
Here at St Peter's, about twelve memorials survive from the eighteenth century, but some have been renewed, for example, a white tablet built into the S wall of the Chancel commemorating Peter Newte (1720). The earliest of the dozen chest tombs was erected on the north side of the church by the Rector of Pitt, Revd John Vyvyan, to his daughter Margaret (1731) 'aged 1 year 7 months'. Harding, in his History of Tiverton, published in 1845, records this as having a Latin inscription on the top, which no longer survives. On the south side of the church is a fine marble-topped chest tomb with panelled sides, Listed Grade 2, commemorating William Marshall (1769). A shower of rain helps to show up the faint lettering on the top. He had an establishment in Fore Street as Tiverton's peruke maker. A chest tomb from the end of the century commemorates William Roberts and William Gamlen of Zeal and Hayne 
A curiosity is the Dunsford Family obelisk which was erected 1783 close to the South Porch. This is a Listed monument, albeit restored. It is a veritable family tree in stone, listing different branches on each face with thirty names in all, starting on the north face with 'Martin Dunsford, Tiverton serge manufacturer, a truly wise and sincerely good man' who died in 1763. He was father of Martin Dunsford, the author of the Historical Memoirs of Tiverton, whose wife and baby daughter died in 1782. 

Another sergemaker recorded is Thomas Gill, who set up a headstone to his wife Joan in 1786, joining her himself in 1800. Joseph Howe's stone, fixed to the west wall of the Porch, is clearly inscribed and states he was a plumber and glazier when he buried his wife here in 1789. Other headstones from this century commemorate Elizabeth Fisher (1734), Catharine Cousins (1791), Samuel Hurley (1791), William Bryant (1793) and George Johns (1795).

1800-1856
Ten  chest tombs survive from the 19th century: Ann Hallam (1817) sister of John Heathcoat; Sir John Duntze (1830); Ann (1831) wife of John Heathcoat, a Listed monument on the north side close to the Castle; Elizabeth Maria, wife of Henry Carew Esq, Commander in the Royal Navy (1831), whose tomb is now reduced with the side panels fixed alongside on the churchyard wall; Thomas Rendell, solicitor (1832), which was placed on top of the flat memorial to the children of James Hay JP of Collipriest; James Bryant (1832) and William Henry Hodge of Park Villa; Jessey (1834) aged 21, daughter of John  Baillie Esq, late of the Island of Jamaica; Thomasin (1837) wife of Thomas Leaman, retired solicitor; Betsey Jones (1847), 'relict of Humphry Jones'; Sarah (1853) wife of James E. Coward JP. 

Memorials which record occupations include: William Turner (1803), 'merchant', but who elsewhere is described as a shopkeeper or a merchant's clerk; J.W.T.Tucker (1823) silversmith (on Rossiter stone); Benjamin Richards (1830), yeoman, of Cowleymore; Philip Whitrow (1835) maltster; two builders who probably did work on the Church, John Perkins (1837), and Joel Parris (1851); John Watkins bricklayer (1849); William Valentine (1839) superintendent of excise; Donald McDonald (1844) surgeon, whose wife was a daughter of William Winn, late of the Island of St Vincent; Charles Warren (1846) chemist, John Smith (1856) town sergeant. Very few stones record men in the services, but see the Carew memorials, also Capt Richard Tucker (1831) and Col Serg Robert Snook (1840).

For other memorials with interesting inscriptions, see John Gimson of Nottingham (1819), Thomas Quick (1841) and John Venn (1852). The pedestal surmounted by a mini-pyramid to the Radford and Chaplin families is an unusual shape. 

Only one monumental mason's name has so far been discovered in the churchyard, that of  F.N.Spurway, on George Way's headstone (1849).

Those memorials which carry signs of once having been surrounded by railings are the chest tombs to Heathcoat, Bryant & Hodge, Rendell, Leaman and a large flat slab to the Voysey family (1817). 

From 1856 onwards
The opening of the town cemetery in June 1855 and the new law, which closed both St Peter's and St George's churchyards for burials unless a family already had a burial plot, meant that there are few new stones. Three were added in 1856 - John Smith, Robert Coombe and Mary Anne wife of George Paterson MD. Low monuments appear for Elizabeth Gilbert (1858), George Jones (1862) and Eleanor Barne (1862) and headstones for Frederick Haydon (1859), David Beck (1863), William Richards (1871) and John Walter Tothill Tucker (1881). Otherwise inscriptions on existing memorials add family members. A late exception is made for Henry Septimus Gill who had two wives, each called Mary. The first died in 1849 and he set up a tall headstone for her beside the path leading from the St Peter St entrance. When his second wife died in 1889 he put up an identical headstone to her four feet from the first. No doubt the exception was made as he was church warden and had bestowed various gifts on the church, such as a stained glass window and the clock. Another late inscription (with no obvious earlier inscription) is on a flat slab to Ann Sharland (1878), whose husband Emmanuel, clerk to the parish for 52 years, joined her the following year, aged 90. It was perhaps once part of an earlier chest tomb; a small slab alongside records the death of their daughter, Ann Kelly aged 81, in 1896.

Late inscriptions added to existing memorials commemorate:- Isabella Rendell (1913), Elizabeth M.Jones (1915), Lucy Beedle (1916), Mary H.Clarke (1916), Fanny M.Mills (1923), Mary E.Gill (1925) and, the last entry in the Burial Register, Henry H.Clarke (1928).

Chalk lists Lucy Hay [BR April 15th 1813 aged 6 weeks], Jemima Gilbert Hay [BR March 21st 1816 aged 16 months] and James Hay [BR January 24th 1818 aged 6 months]. 

[The couple did have an infant in 1819, Catherine Hay, who survived to adulthood and in 1851 is recorded as unmarried, aged 32, 'annuitant's daughter', living in Loanhead, just S of Edinburgh. On marble, near the little door to the Chancel: Mary Elizabeth COWLEY. To perpetuate thy memory a little longer, this fragile stone is raised to thee by thy mother, whose thoughts are ever on thee, whose spirit rests upon thy grave. On the same marble she records the lines which thy lips used so gracefully to pour out. She records them because they were prophetic of thy resting place, and therefore poetry, so dear to thee, may be breath'd over thy dust, by the voices which sooth'd thee when that dust was life. She died, in Tiverton suddenly, soon after her return from France, and as she was preparing for a voyage to her father in the East Indies 1789.
Described by Harding thus: On a marble close to the Chancel door, a memorial to Mary Elizabeth COWLEY, a native of Tiverton, and one who during her short life, gave evidence of great literary acquirement. She died 18th November 1789 aged 17. 

Hic jacet Gulielmus DADDO, A.M. -- He was 17 years Master of Blundell's School and died 5th August 1765.

Headstone: Beneath lye the remains of Manly DUNSCOMBE of Tiverton, sergemaker, who died 16th Dec 1784, aged 76. His chief aim was to approve himself the true server of God, and faithful disciple of Jesus Christ. In memory of a character so worthy of imitation, this stone was raised 1786.

On an old tomb belonging to the Besley family: Here lyeth the body of Mr John GODDARD, some time mayor of this Corporation, who departed this life the 27th Aug 1663.

A plain tomb: Here lyeth the body of Specott Long SWEET, second son of Mr Sweet, attorney-at-law, of this town: a youth of irreproachable manners, a dutiful child, and an affectionate brother; who died September 1775 aged 19, of a seemingly slight wound in the foot, caused by the prick of a nail. A costly tomb to the memory of George THORNE, an eminent merchant of this town, and family, Annis 1659 and 1722.

(Philip & Hannah were the parents of Mrs Hannah Cowley, Tiverton's playwright, who was buried in St George's churchyard in 1809. Philip Parkhouse was a bookseller, in Fore St. [Listed by Chalk as E6].
